This draft document represents the product from a merging of two previous documents: Clean 

Water Plan 208 Lake Erie Basin Water Quality Management Plan (2003) and the Clean Water 

Plan Ohio River Basin Update Water Quality Management Plan (2005).  Where duplicative or 

similar sections existed from this merge, decisions were made as to what was appropriate to 

retain.  Minor updates, where possible, were made throughout the document but do not constitute 

an update to any chapter.  The exception to this is Chapter 3 Wastewater Management Planning 

which was updated in draft form in 2010.  A majority of the remaining chapters shall be updated 

by July 2011. 
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
