City of Canal Fulton Jurisdiction

Areas currently served with sanitary sewergyellow):

These areas are currently served with existingagnsewers. However, there still may
be undeveloped tracts of land and vacant lotsateasubject to improvement.

The connection of existing structures to sanitawyers shall be required by the Stark
County Health Department where the structure s tlean 400 feet from the sewer. This
requirement for sewer connection may be waived Ishitie owner of the structure
establish that a sanitary sewer connection woustl 26~ times the cost of a best
available treatment disposal system, or, if foreotteasons, it is determined that
connection is impractical. In order to verify tfaio, the owner must submit three (3)
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written quotes for a sanitary sewer connectiontaneke (3) written quotes for a disposal
system installation.

With regard to new development/construction, dis¢aio the sewer is not a fundamental
consideration in and of itself. That is, conneattio sanitary sewer can be required for
new development/construction located not only thas 400 feet, but also greater than
400 feet from an existing sewer. Before a new heaveage disposal system or semi-
public disposal system would be approved, it must be established that the cost of a
sanitary sewer connection is more than 2 %2 timeosity as a home sewage disposal
system or semi-public disposal system, as set &ytlve. Further consideration as to the
advisability of approving new home sewage or seunfulp disposal systems would be
reviewed critically on a case by case basis bystlagk County Health Department, taking
into account all environmental and economic factbas may bear on the subject
development/construction.

Home sewage disposal systems are discouragedviosutadivisions. Subdivisions are
defined as divisions of property into four (4) ooma parcels/lots. New subdivisions shall
comply with Stark County Health Department Regolasi Chapter 3701-29-03,
Paragraph B shall apply as follows: “No personlshatall household sewage disposal
systems in new subdivisions of four (4) or more latless it is considered to be
impractical or inadvisable by the Board of Healtld ahe Ohio Environmental Protection
Agency to install a central sewage system”. SmaBtewater treatment plants,
commonly referred to as “package plants”, will hetapproved for new residential,
commercial or industrial subdivisions.

At time, sanitary sewer connections will, of neeegslue to topography, require a pump
station and force main. The City of Canal Fultaty Engineer shall review in detail all
proposed force main connections 400 feet or gré@atength, reserving to itself the
authority to disallow connections due to the lengftthe force main and/or the nature and
volume of waste to be discharged.

Canal Fulton Ordinance 31-81 Sanitary Connections Bquired Where Available

No person, either as owner, agent, renter, lessemployee, shall build, construct,
maintain or use on any lot or premise, within thiy,Gny toilet, closet, or privy the
excrement from which is deposited in a vault, extiawn or receptacle, which vaults,
excavation or receptacle is not connected withfausthed into a sanitary sewer,
whenever such lots, lands or premises are capébiesat connection with any sanitary
sewer.

Areas that will be served by a POTW or by home sevgge or semi-public disposal
system within twenty (20) years (orange):

These areas are project to receive sanitary sewitns the next 20 years but have not
yet been sewered. All wastewater generated bymajer residential, commercial, and
industrial land developed in this area will be rieed to connect to the public sanitary
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sewer system. The developer shall be requiredttmd new sanitary sewers as
necessary to be connected to the municipally openabastewater treatment facility.

Areas located outside the FPA and contiguous té-B¥e desirous to receive sanitary
sewer service connection will be required to aroethe City of Canal Fulton. HSTS or
semi-public disposal system will be required toreeet to the public sewer systems as
they become available. Failing HSTS and semi-pubistems may be updated in the
absence of a sanitary sewer system. As sanitagrsdecome available, within 200 feet
of a building foundation, the owner will be requir® connect to the public sewer
systems.

The Stark County Sanitary Engineer’s Office is msgible for areas of public sewers
inside the overall FPA currently served by pubbaers presently constructed and
currently in use. These areas are regulated b8tdmx County Sanitary Engineer’s
Office. Wastewater Treatment Planning Prescriptiand Wastewater Planning Options
will be addressed by the Stark County Sanitary eggi’'s Office.

Areas to be served by POTW (green):

Connections in this area to a sanitary sewer &attnent at a POTW will be rare but not
impossible. The wastewater treatment planninggoieson as described above for the
currently sewered areas will apply to these areas.

Stark County Metropolitan Sewer District Jurisdaocti

Areas currently served with sanitary sewergyellow):

These areas are currently served with existingagnsewers. However, there still may
be undeveloped tracts of land and vacant lotsaeasubject to improvement.

All new developments in this planning area willreguired to connect to and/or provide
sanitary service to ensure that wastewater witkdnesported and treated at an existing
publicly owned treatment works (POTW). Propertesved by household sewage
treatment systems (HSTS) or semi-public sewagéneat systems will be required to
connect to existing sanitary sewers. Properti¢is failing HSTSs or semi-public sewage
treatment systems will be required to connect tstgxg sanitary sewers, or sanitary
sewer service must be provided by the property owmensure that wastewater will be
transported and treated at an existing POTW. HSE88ng single, two, and three-
family homes shall be abandoned in accordance @iitlo Administrative Code 3701-29-
02. For HSTSs, limited variances to any provisabthis prescription may be granted by
the local Board of Health based on sanitary sewaitability and/or accessibility, threat
to the public health, or other unique conditions.

Areas that will be served by a POTW or by home sevgge or semi-public disposal
system (green):

This area contains large undeveloped tracts of éamaddvacant lots subject to
improvement.
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(Subdivisions)

New commercial, industrial, institutional, and desitial subdivisions in this area will be
required to connect to existing sanitary sewersdoroval of sanitary wastewater and
transportation to an existing POTW. (In accordanite 3701-29-01[KK] of the Stark
County Combined General Health District ResiderSialvage Regulations, “residential
subdivisions” shall be defined as the creatiorhoée (3) or more lots or tracts from one
parcel. Creation of these lots may occur all & time or over a period of time. When
considering any lot or parcel, the status of thregdaon or before August 11, 1974 will be
used. All other subdivisions shall be considereddcordance with Section 711 of the
Ohio Revised Code and the Stark County Regionalrifig Commission regulations and
policies.) The developer shall be required to mattieew sanitary sewer service from the
proposed development to the existing sanitary seystem that is served by a POTW.
New centralized wastewater treatment systems geraore than one individual lot will
not be approved. Variances to any provision af gnescription may be granted by the
local Board of Health based on sanitary sewer alogity and/or accessibility, threat to
public health, or other unique conditions.

(Individual Lots- residential)

Where sanitary sewer is currently not accessibbetesrmined by the local Board of
Health in conjunction with the County Sanitary Eregr, individual residentially zoned
parcels may be so improved with new HSTSs provttledocal health department finds
that conditions are suitable. In no case shafstes producing an off-lot discharge of
effluent be permitted for new construction. Whewsr becomes available, existing
HSTSs serving single, two, and three-family hontesl $e abandoned in accordance
with Ohio Administrative Code 3701-29-02. For HST8ariances to any provision of
this prescription may be granted by the local BadrdHealth based on sanitary sewer
availability and/or accessibility, threat to thebpa health, or other unique conditions.

(Individual Lots- non-residential)

For new commercial development, a new semi-publjgrivate sewage treatment system
may be considered for each individual lot only véheewers are not currently accessible
as determined by the local Board of Health in coafion with the County Sanitary
Engineer. In no case shall a system producindfdotalischarge of effluent be
permitted for new construction. Properties serweeisting failing semi-public or

private sewage treatment systems will be requmezbhnect to existing sanitary sewers
or sanitary sewer service must be provided by thpgrty owner to ensure that
wastewater will be transported and treated at #stieg POTW. At the cost of the current
property owner, all semi-public or private sewagatment systems including
functioning systems must also be connected toagrsewer when it becomes available
or when the property owner is so directed by the@®®A, County Health District or
County Commissioners.
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Areas that will be served by home sewage and semigic sewage disposal systems
and sanitary sewers (cream):

This area contains large undeveloped tracts of éamablconnections to a sanitary sewer
for treatment at a POTW will be rare.

Where sanitary sewer is currently not accessibbetesrmined by the local Board of
Health in conjunction with the County Sanitary Eregr, a new privately operated
sewage treatment system may be allowed for eachidnidl lot based on evaluation and
approval of the local Board of Health or OEPA, depirg upon authority granted by
statute. Individual residentially zoned parcelg/ba improved with new on-lot
dissipation systems only, provided the local hedépartment finds that site conditions
are suitable. In no case shall a system produwaningff-lot discharge of effluent be
permitted for new construction. New centralizedteavater treatment systems serving
more than one individual lot will not be approveeailing sewage treatment systems will
be required to be repaired in accordance with IBcard of Health or OEPA
requirements, depending upon authority granteddiyte, if sewer is not available.

Upon becoming available to sanitary sewer, progpederved by HSTSs or semi-public
or private sewage treatment systems will be redumeconnect to sanitary sewers to
ensure that wastewater will be transported andetdeat an existing POTW. If sewer is
available, HSTSs serving single, two, and threedfahomes shall be abandoned in
accordance with Ohio Administrative Code 3701-29-62r HSTSs, variances to any
provision of this prescription may be granted by libcal Board of Health based on
sanitary sewer availability and/or accessibilitbyeat to public health, or other unique
conditions. At the cost of the current propertynew all functioning semi-public or
private sewage treatment systems must also be cimth® sanitary sewer when it
becomes available or when the property owner girgated by the Ohio EPA, County
Health District or County Commissioners.
