All new
developments in this planning area will be requiiiedonnect and/or provide sanitary
service to ensure that wastewater will be tranggloaind treated at an existing publicly
owned treatment works (POTW). Properties serveddmsehold sewage treatment
systems (HSTS) or semi-public sewage treatmenesgstvill be required to connect to
existing sanitary sewers. Properties with failth§TSs or semi-public sewage treatment
systems will be required to connect to existingtsay sewers, or sanitary sewer service
must be provided to ensure that wastewater witréesported and treated at an existing
POTW. HSTSs serving single, two, and three-faindynes shall be abandoned in
accordance with Ohio Administrative Code 3701-29-0Qinited variances to any
provision of this prescription may be granted by libcal Board of Health based on
sanitary sewer availability, threat to the publeahh, or other unique conditions.

(Individual Lots- residential)

Where sanitary sewer is currently not accessibletermined by the local Board of
Health in conjunction with the County Sanitary Eregr, individual residentially zoned
parcels may be so improved with new HSTSs provitledocal health department finds
that conditions are suitable. In no case shajiséesn producing an off-lot discharge of
effluent be permitted for new construction. Whewsr becomes available, existing
HSTSs serving single, two, and three-family hontesl e abandoned in accordance
with Ohio Administrative Code 3701-29-02. For HST 8ariances to any provision of
this prescription may be granted by the local BazrHealth based on sanitary sewer
availability and/or accessibility, threat to thebpa health, or other unique conditions.

(Individual Lots- non-residential)

For new commercial development, a new semi-publigrivate sewage treatment system
may be considered for each individual lot only vehsewers are not currently accessible
as determined by the local Board of Health in coajion with the County Sanitary
Engineer. In no case shall a system producingfdotaischarge of effluent be
permitted for new construction. Properties serweeisting failing semi-public or
private sewage treatment systems will be requmembhnect to existing sanitary sewers
or sanitary sewer service must be provided by thpgrty owner to ensure that
wastewater will be transported and treated at &tieg POTW. At the cost of the
current property owner, all semi-public or privagvage treatment systems including
functioning systems must also be connected toagrsewer when it becomes available
or when the property owner is so directed by the@#®A, County Health District or
County Commissioners.
